St Helier Marina is Jersey’s main visiting
marina, with berthing for up to 200 visiting
yachts, accessible three hours each side of
high water. Elizabeth Marina is the island’s
newest marina with 564 berths ranging
from 20ft to 65ft. Available to non-
residents on one-, five- and ten-year
leases. La Collette Basin is Jersey’s deep-
water marina with access at all states of
the tide.

Fishing
Jersey’s coastline offers excellent shore
fishing from rocks, harbours and
breakwaters. And the island’s huge tidal
range brings a kaleidoscope of marine life.
There are rich fishing grounds in the inshore
waters too, and boat charter is easy to
arrange. For freshwater anglers, there’s
good reservoir fly-fishing for trout. Val de
la Mare and Queen’s Valley reservoirs are

set aside for game fishing and coarse
anglers can fish at Dannemarche and
Millbrook reservoirs. The season runs from
June 1st to March 31st. For further
information contact the Jersey Freshwater
Angling Association (tel 01534 861083
evenings; email: jffa@jerseymail.co.uk).
